Familii nobile din Banat in perioada
modernd, prima parte din seria ~Trilogia sociald a Banatului”,
care cuprinde 3 expozitii despre categoriile sociale active in
Banat 1n perioada moderna (1800-1947).

Infiintata in anul 1872 la Timisoara, Societatea de Istorie si
Arheologie a reprezentat forul stiintific al provinciei banatene,
avand drept obiectiv conservarea bunurilor culturale din acest
teritoriu al fostei monarhii austro-ungare, din 1919 in cadrul
Regatului Romaéniei pand la abdicarea regelui Mihai in
decembrie 1947 si instaurarea regimului comunist. Muzeul
National al Banatului, continuatorul Societatii Muzeale de Istorie
s1 Arheologie, este depozitar al memoriei si diversitatii culturale
din vestul Romaniei, alaturi de muzeele din Arad, Jimbolia,
Lugoj, Caransebes, Resita si Arhivele Nationale — Serviciul
Judetean Timis.

Expozitia
propune publicului o incursiune 1n istoria unor familii burgheze
din provincia istorici Banat 1n perioada 1800-1947, prin
intermediul unor bunuri culturale de tipologie diversa: lucrari de
pictura, graficd, sculpturd, mobilier, ceramica, sticld, metale,
carti, documente, medalii, scrisori, fotografii si textile. Aceste

Family Albums. The Bourgeoisie of the Banat region in the
Modern Period

October 11, 2025—January 25, 2026

Exhibition organized to mark the 85th anniversary of the
death of Ioachim Miloia (1897-1940), director of the Banat
Museum.

In 2024, the National Museum of Banat organized the exhibition
Between Memory and Oblivion. Noble Families in the Banat
region in the Modern Period, the first part of the series "The
Social Trilogy of Banat," which comprises three exhibitions
dedicated to the social categories active in the Banat region
during the modern period (1800-1947).

Founded in 1872 in Timisoara, the Society of History and
Archaeology represented the scientific forum of the Banat
province, with the aim of preserving the cultural heritage of this
territory of the former Austro-Hungarian monarchy. After 1919 it
was a part of the Kingdom of Romania from 1919 until King
Michael’s abdication in December 1947 and the establishment of
the communist regime.The National Museum of Banat, the
successor to the Museum Society of History and Archaeology,
stands today as a custodian of the memory and cultural diversity
of western Romania, alongside the museums of Arad, Jimbolia,
Lugoj, Caransebes, Resita and the National Archives — Timis
County Service.

This year, the collaboration of the National Museum of Banat
with prestigious museums, archives and private collections from
western Romania has resulted in the exhibition Family Albums.
The Bourgeoisie of the Banat region in the Modern Period,
presented in the Bl attic of the Maria Theresia bastion, an
emblematic building in the history of the city on the Bega River.
The exhibition invites the public on a journey through the history
of several bourgeois families of the historical province of Banat
during the period 1800—1947, through a wide variety of cultural
artefacts: paintings, graphic works, sculptures, furniture,
ceramics, glass, metal objects, books, documents, medals, letters,
photographs, and textiles.These cultural artefacts illustrate the
economic, political, social and cultural life of the bourgeoisie in
historic Banat - first under the Kingdom of Hungary until 1867,
then within the Austro-Hungarian monarchy and finally during
the period 1919-1947, when the Banat province was an integral
part of the Kingdom of Romania. The history of the Banat
bourgeoisie concludes in 1947 with the establishment of the
communist regime and the proclamation of the Romanian
People’s Republic.

Through a wide range of cultural assets preserved in museums,
archives, and libraries, the public 1s offered fragments of the
memory of this social category, active in the counties of Torontal,
Timis, and Caras-Severin until the collapse of the
Austro-Hungarian monarchy in 1918, and subsequently in the
counties of Timis-Torontal and Caras-Severin, within the
Kingdom of Romania during the interwar period.
